STEP 8 -Written and Communicated Safe Work Practices
Safe work practices are essential to a safe work environment. Written procedures should be developed and used to guide your
company’s safety effort. These in turn need to be communicated to all management and hourly employees.
The safety manual or handbook should include company wide work practices, OSHA specific written procedures and job or task spe-
cific safe operating procedures. The manual should also include a Safety Policy Statement, Management and Employee Responsibili-
ties and General Work Rules. Ask your employees or Safety Committee to help in developing these guidelines.
